NaPTEC Workshop March 2009: The Williams review of Mathematics Teaching in Primary Schools and Early Years Settings and its implications for primary teacher education
Over sixty delegates attended the workshop on 20th March which was addressed by Sir Peter Williams and Sarah Amer of the DCSF. A very positive discussion ensued as representatives from providers across England considered the implications for the proposed provision of mathematics specialist teachers in primary education. 
Outcomes from a pathfinder project were given by David Harries (University of Reading). Dave went on to challenge delegates to consider what attributes and skills a mathematics specialist at primary level might display. Implications for ITE and CPD were discussed as questions around ‘deep’ subject knowledge; pedagogical knowledge and requirements for mentoring and coaching were explored.
